· I. Failure of the social worker and the local agency to clear and place minor(s) with minor’s family and/or other suitable caretaker. 

· J. The department, agents, and employees have abused their power and discretion while under the color of authority.

· K. The case worker(s) and local agency failed to provide and/or assist with reasonable visitation and/or interference with visitation (e.g. monitors, visitation times, dates, etc.).

· L. The case worker(s) and local agency failed to follow the Manual of Policies and Procedures Title 22, Division 30 & 31 of the California Code of Regulations (CCR).
